Process:  Paricipants brainstormed items that they considered to be an aspect of the current situation regarding education and literacy for all.  They then grouped them according to whether the items were just beginnng to appear on the horizon of awareness, were emerging strongly, were well established in awareness or society and what was dying out.  The items or their placement were not taken to be “positive” or “negative”, but as factors to be taken into account when considering their vision for education in the future.  

In the light of our work, I suggest that the title the the workgroup be Education and Literacy.  We discovered that education can and must be done without first making everyone literate, especially in regard to adults.
